Morocco has maintained independence shade top governance and 
long historical periods, but this independence didn't last because of the 
attention of European States towards Morocco, then these States 
competed for control and get privileges.  

These States proceeded to hold many conventions among which 
were unselfish game install presence in this country, France was the 
most European States interested in this country, for reasons of 
geographical location, as well as its desire to enhance its presence in 
North Africa, particularly their control over Algeria.  

And after France from holding controlling Morocco and protection 
Treaty held in 1912, working hard and all the means to enhance its 
presence, so the French policy was advantageous when unfulfilled 
objectives through this policy, the policy of the Moroccan people 
ripping through the barbaric policy.  

France benefited from the views and different theories in Berber 
and ethnic origins, there are the indigenous inhabitants of the area and 
others counted their enemy of European descent and another group 
went on they are of Arab origin, France reinforced these opinions 
which I found very helpful to implement the policy of shredding the 
unity of the country.  
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In order to implement this policy made France to issue a group of 
Laws Berber which included Law 1914 and 1922 and then sealed by 
the law in 1930.  

These included the law faith and customary and social aspects 
among these tribes and work to revive it, and then proceeding to 
promote some of these tribes and dialects as the official language of 
the tribes.  

The Moroccan people rejected this policy and one enemy of French 
colonial styles to dismember the country. Majorities also this refusal 
barbarian tribes themselves.  

This policy has contributed in fueling national feelings and thus the 
emergence of parties and associations identified ideologies that sons 
of Morocco and that achieved their independence.
