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Heis acleric from Sierra Leone who contributed
greatly to humanitarian issues and diplomatic
rapprochement between different political trends
out of his desire to bring peace.

This activity did not prevent him from his own
religious beliefs, which led him to change his
religious doctrine.

But all of this did not prevent him from
continuing to unite and bring together the
components of Sierra Leonean society, especially
during the days of war.
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
