The secret to this spread, acceptance, and
demand by readers and critics lies not only in its
literary plot and high contents, but in the message
that the writer wanted to convey, the idea that he
wanted to defend, and the identity that he wanted
to prove, in contrast to the colonial quest to distort
identity and create an image different from the
Nigerian reality, first, and the African reality,
second.

What reflects this psychological acceptance of
this novel is what leader Mandela announced in
describing his journey with the writer, that he was
his companion in prison and his wings with which

he flew were outside the prison walls.
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
