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The colonial policy that Portugal pursued towards
Guinea-Bissau necessitated the emergence of national
figures who took it upon themselves to lead the national
movement to confront this policy. At the forefront
was Amlicar Lopez Cabral, who had a major role in
establishing the African Party for the Independence
of Guinea and Cape Verde, which had a major role
in obtaining Guinea. Bissau on its independence
from Portuguese colonialism, especially Amlicar
Cabral, with the education he obtained in Lisbon, It
was influenced by political organizations, including
the spread of ideas and ideologies in some European
countries, most notably communist thought and
socialist organizations, as well as the spread of national
movements on the African continent, especially in
Guinea’s neighboring countries, including Guinea
Conakry, and also the emergence of libertarian thought
after World War 1II and the emergence of the United
Nations, which called for giving Countries under
