The current research aimed to answer the following question:

Is there a statistically significant difference between English language teachers
in the level of their professional competence according to the variables
(gender, years of service)?

In order to achieve the objectives of the current research, the researcher
adopted the descriptive approach, and the study sample consisted of the basic
study of (70 ) teachers, which constitutes (64%) of the English language
teachers of both sexes (males |/ females) in government schools affiliated to
the Directorate of Education in Maysan Governorate.
