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Abstract

The cities of the Islamic Levant are considered among the important cities
in the field of historical studies because they later formed the cradle for the
launch of political, intellectual and military revolutions that led to the
establishment of Islamic civilizations and states, and from them emerged
brilliant scholars in various scientific fields, and even more than that, they
produced political and religious movements that later came to control the
decision of the caliphate. The cities of the East were the source of these
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states, and the city of Urmia was one of these important cities to which a
large number of scholars, sages, hadith scholars, and military leaders
belonged. It was also a refuge for many of the military conflicts that
occurred in the East during the Buyid and Seljuk era, up to the
Khwarezmian state as well. The scholars of this city spread throughout all
Islamic horizons in Iraq, Egypt, the Levant, and others, and they spread
their knowledge and were classified in more than one scientific field, such
as hadith, language, literature, philosophy, and others. It was a city that
needed a historical study to show its importance and its intellectual,
political, and economic position in Islamic history, and the cities affiliated
with it had an impact. It is intellectually significant and important, in
addition to its geographical importance, including its important natural
features, such as its lake, its orchards, and the trees that produce fruits and
other natural and geographical things. This is almost a general
characteristic of most of the Levantine cities that have contributed to
