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Abstract:

The research concluded that the development of
educational services is related to the growth of the
population of the district on the one hand and the growth
of its administrative units on the other, and there is a
relational connection between population growth and the
growth and expansion of administrative units and the
growth and development of educational services in the
countryside of Habbaniyah district.

Educational services are divided into several stages
(kindergartens, primary schools, middle schools, middle
schools, secondary schools), through Table (1) and
Figure (1) showing that the number of educational
institutions for the academic year (2020-2021) in the
study area amounted to ( 1 (101) was distributed between
kindergartens and schools of all levels of study, and
primary schools came to form the highest percentage of
educational institutions, amounting to (65.3%), because
this stage attracts the broad base of the population in
addition to being obligatory, while the lowest percentage
is middle schools, as it reached (2.0%) of the total
number of educational institutions, while institutions of
other educational stages ranged between the two previous
percentages. The following is the spatial distribution of
educational institutions and their components in the study
area.
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Map 1 and 2: The study area is located in central Iraq, specifically in the eastern
part of Anbar Governorate, as it is bordered to the north and west by the city of
Ramadi, to the east by the city of Fallujah, and to the south and southeast by the
district of Al-Amriyah, and it is 90 km away from the capital Baghdad, and from
the district of Ramadi it is a distance of (90 km). 20 km) and a distance of (25 km)
from the center of the Fallujah district, i.e. in the middle of the study area between
the districts of Ramadi and Fallujah.
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Table 1: There is a direct relationship between the size of the population and the
number of schools in the district. The number of primary schools in the study area
for the
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academic year (2020-2021) reached (66) schools distributed among the districts of
the study area. (Husaybah al-Shargiya) occupied the highest percentage, amounting
to (15.2%). This is due to the high size of its population
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Table (2) and Figure (1) show that there is a discrepancy in the distribution of
primary schools by gender in the study area. Boys’ schools came to occupy the
highest number with (25) schools, then girls’ schools with (23) schools, and then
mixed schools with (18) schools.
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Table 3, Map 2 and Figure 2: The total number of students attending primary
schools for the academic year (2020-2021) reached about (18,502) male and female
students, and the distribution of students varied from one province to another, as
the province of (Husayba Al-Shargiya) ranked first in terms of the total number of
students amounting to (2668) male and female students, with a ratio of (14.4). % of
the total number of students
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Table 4 and Figure 5: Special relations with officials within the education sector,

and (Umm Al-Rous) district came last with (29) male and female teachers, with a
rate of (4.1%) This disparity in numbers and proportions in most provinces was due
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Table (5) and Figure (6) show that the percentage of students who travel a distance

and time less than or within the local standard amounted to (64.3%) of the total
number of students, while the remaining percentage amounted to (35.7%)
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Through map (3), we find that the service basins have covered an area estimated at

(12.3) dunums, which is equivalent to (0.051%) of the rural area of Habbaniyah
district.
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
