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Abstract

In this research, an attempt is made to deal with a vivid example of Sheikh
Abdallah Bin Bayyah's intellectual efforts to revive the jurisprudence of peace
and reconciliation. Recently, Sheikh Abdallah Bin Bayyah who is the chairman
and president of Forum for Promoting Peace has given much attention to the
concept of reconciliation and jurisprudence in most of his recent intellectual

projects.

This can be clearly seen in his writings, lectures, press conferences and
meetings in which he stressed the place of peace and reconciliation in Islam and
urging the conflicting parties in our world to find a common ground where

peace and reconciliation can be achieved.

The fundamental questions that the researcher tries to answer are the

following:

What does the concept of reconciliation mean in Islamic thought, and how
Is the status of reconciliation manifested in jurisprudence and texts in Islam? Is
the principle of peace in Islam specific to the Islamic circle, or does it transcend

to the wider human space?

These are the major questions that the researcher will attempt to answer in
the light of Sheikh Abdallah Bin Bayyah's thought.
