Abstract:

The political activit of the zionist movement between 1897 and 1917
requires a lot of purposeful studies, despite all that has been written about it, it is
extremely important, and, still affects on events till now. In view of the
complexity of intentions, this research focused on two main topics, the first topic
dealt with the Zionist movement in Britain before the First World War, it
focused on the beginnigs of cooperation between Jews and Britain before the
1897 conference, and also touchedthe backgrounds of the official interaction
between the Zionists and British through Zionists conferencesheld in
Switzerland and Britain, and then the beginning of the Zionist political
movement and the Retrofit projects. The methods that have been used by
Zionists in Britain, to reach and affect on those who make decision in British
government to obtain international recognitional for the establishment of the

Zionist project in Palestine.

The second topic followed the Zionist efforts to obtain British
recognitionand how to develop and then fouced the Zionist role in the preparing

the Balfour declaration formula.

The was proved by inverstiga the role of Christian Zionist politicians and
their interaction during first world war until the Balfour Declaration was issued,
which is scientifically the true crystallization of the political activity of the
Zionist movement in Britani, which had an important role in the growth of the

Zionist movement and their achievements in Palestine.
