Abstract

The current study is of great significance in the ancient history . It sheds
lights on the religious and political aspects of the Achaemenian kingdom whose
reign begins from the 7 th century B.C up till 330 B.C . This kingdom was ruled
by more than 19 kings starting from the founder of this dynasty Achaemenes
ending with Darius 11 ( 336 — 330 B.C) .

This study goes on to uncover the political policy adopted by the
Achaemenian king in particular and the Near East kings in general . Similarly , it
reveals the religions aspects of this kingdom upon the Achaemenian kings and
the local and foreign gods worshipped in the kingdom like those gods in

Mesopotamia and Ancient Egypt .

The study relies on some royal cuneiform writings discovered in
Mesopotamia , Persia and ancient Egypt . These inscriptions are like Bisutun
inscription that belongs to Darius | (522 — 486 B.C ) and the Cylinder
inscriptions that belongs to Cyrus Il (559 — 530 B.C ) that discovered in Babylon

and so on that will be analysed throughout the study .
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Finally , it can be said that the politicians in Ancient Irag who taught the
humanity the oration techniques and The Political and Diplomatic
communications . Therefore , the Achaemenains kings tried to immitate the Iraqi

kings in their speech . This is what the study attempts to prove it.
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
