Abstract

The development of university education institutions under the age of
technology and information requires the improvement and development of
effective teaching methods and techniques to cope with the tremendous and
continuous development of information and communication technologies. This
development has opened new and great horizons for the field of university
education, both in terms of advanced means on the one hand, or the possibilities
and renewable technologies used and modern educational curricula on the other
hand.

After obtaining the results of the research, the researcher made a set of

recommendations and suggestions, as follows:
Recommendations

technology, in order to improve the level of performance.

with clear long-term goals.

3-Activate the modern e-learning bodies in the successful Arab countries and
encourage the establishment of these bodies in Iragi universities that have
not been established before, and the establishment of joint agreements
between similar bodies regionally and internationally to ensure the quality
and accreditation and the introduction of some successful experiences and

circulated to Iragi universities without both.
Suggestions:

2- Conducting a study aimed at identifying the relationship of total quality
management with E-Learning in Iraqi universities while raising the level of

work in other Iragi government institutions.

achievement of university students.
