Abstract

The current research aims to identify the impact of the cognitive
contradiction strategy on developing critical thinking for fifth-grade literary
students in the subject of history, and the research hypothesis (there were no
statistically significant differences at the level (0.05) between the average scores
of students of the experimental group and the control group who study the same
subject in the way Usual to test post-critical thinking).

The research determined the fifth literary students in middle and high
schools in the Ramadi district for the academic year (2019-2020), the first (first)
semester. The research sample reached (60) students in two middle schools

divided into two groups, each group (30) students.

The critical thinking test and the t-test were used for two independent
samples to determine the significance of the differences between the two groups.
It was found that there are statistically significant differences between the mean
scores of the experimental and control groups and in favor of the experimental
group in the post test, as well as an increase in the capabilities of critical
thinking among students of the experimental group that studied the material
using the cognitive contradiction method, which indicates the effectiveness of
the cognitive contradiction strategy in developing critical thinking. The
researcher presented a number of recommendations and proposals based on his

findings.
