variables, namely gender(male-female)and marital status (married-unmarried).lt
Is not clear to anyone the importance of emotional relationships between family
members, especially spouses, in building the family and society. The study
found according to the planned objectives, the following:

* The sample members rarely suffer from Alexithymia especially males.

*The sample members feel Emotional neglect, especially females.
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*There is a negative negative relationship between cases Thai and emotional
neglect, and this refutes the hypothesis the theory adopted, which
emphasized the existence of a strong relationship between cassymethia and
mental and personality disorders.

The study came out with a number of proposals and recommendations the
most important of which are.

*Conducting an applied study to identify the relationship of cystitis and
emotional neglect with cultural invasion.

*Social and Counseling institutions should prepare educational extension
programs for university youth to address the causes that lead to alexithia and

emotional neglect.
