Archery is one of the most important Paralympic games, as it was one of the
first games to participate in the first session in 1960 until the last session in
2020.The problem of the research is the acuity and scarcity of research that
is concerned with this category of society, as well as a lack of
comprehensive studies. The aim of the research is to know the results of
the Paralympic Games in archery from the first session in 1960 to the last
session in 2020.The researcher adopted the retrospective historical approach
to record and document everything related to the study of the Paralympic
Games and the game of archery from the first Paralympic Games in 1960 to
the last session in 2020. The research sample is the teams participating in
the Paralympic Games for archery and archery for the period from 1960 to
2020.The most important conclusions are: The game of archery with a bow
and arrow is one of the important games as it is one of the games
participating in the first session of the Paralympic Games. The number of
male participants increased compared to the first session in 1960, from 10 to
79 players in the 2020 session, while women in the first session increased
from 9 players to 60. Player in the 2020 tournament. The number of
countries participating in the first tournament is 8 countries with eight
events. Compared to the 2020 tournament, the number of countries increased
to 43 countries and the number of events increased to 9 events.
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
