The British entered the scene afterwards,

through their semi-govermental agency, the
East India Company. They dominated the
Arab Gulf by exploiting the Arabs’ political
differences and the weaknesses of some
trible chiefs. The French appearane in the
Gulf area only lasted a short time as they
could not compete with the British fleet or
its well designed policy which gave full
control over the region to the British.

After discussing
the peoples of ancient history, the article
turn to the Arabs, who dominated Arab

Gulf commerce from the turn of the seventh
century until the end of the fifteenth cen-
tury. During this era trade flourished bet-
ween India and the Far East on one hand
and the Middle East and Europe on the
other. Following the Arabs, the Portuguese
took over trade and navigation in the Arab
Gulf. They were succeeded by the Dutch.
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
