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Abstract:
of the research: The aim of the current research is to identify the
extent to which the teachers of the History Department can employ
modern teaching techniques during the implementation of lectures from
the point of view of their students. The sample consisted of (140) male
and female students from the second and third grades of morning studies.
To achieve the research objective, the researcher prepared a
questionnaire that consisted in its final form of (30) paragraphs
distributed into two areas: (knowledge of teaching techniques, the
possibility of applying techniques) followed by three alternatives: (large,
medium, small). The researcher verified its validity and reliability after
applying the questionnaire to the individuals of the research sample and
collecting and statistically analyzing the data using Pearson's correlation
coefficient. The t-test for two independent samples and the weighted
mean of the ratios, and the researcher reached the following results:
1- The first field (knowledge of teaching techniques) achieved a
percentage of (0.710) among males, while the second field (application
of teaching techniques) achieved a percentage of (0.744), while the first
field among females achieved a percentage of (0.691), while the second
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field achieved a percentage of (0.766) in the ability of their teachers to
employ modern teaching techniques.

2- The first field (knowledge of teaching techniques) achieved a
percentage of (0.728) among second-grade students, while the second
field (application of teaching techniques) achieved a percentage of
(0.724), while the first field among third-grade students achieved a
percentage of (0.696), while the second field achieved a percentage of
(0.796) in the ability of their teachers to employ modern teaching
techniques.

3- There is no statistically significant difference at the level (0.05)
between the average scores of the research sample members in the ability
of male and female teachers to employ modern teaching techniques
according to the gender variable (males and females).

4- There is no statistically significant difference at the level (0.05)
between the average scores of the research sample members in the ability
of male and female teachers to employ modern teaching techniques
according to the variable of the academic grade (second and third). The
researcher came up with a set of recommendations and suggestions.
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
