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Abstract
The purpose of this study was to identify the relationship

between sports identify and decision-making for volleyball
players in Nineveh Governorate. The research sample consisted
of the first-class volleyball players in Nineveh Governorate in
season (2021-2022) including: (Nineveh sahel, Sinjar, Rabiaa
and Qaraqosh).

This study carried out on consisted of (40) players, (16)
players were excluded for their participation in the exploratory
experiment. The researchers carried out two scales for
measuring sport identity and decision-makes. To analyses data,
they used SPSS and Min tab programs. The results of the study
revealed:

- Sport identity was high level for volleyball players in
Nineveh Governorate.

- Decision-Make was high level for volleyball players in
Nineveh Governorate.

- There were a strong relationship between sport identity
and decision-making for volleyball players in Nineveh
Governorate.

- Achieving three predictive equations (first, second and
third degrees) through which decision-making can be
predicted through the sport identity.
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
