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Abstract:

Domestic incivility is among the important problems and is a
widespread issue that affects many high school students, and has
far-reaching consequences for individuals, families, and society as a
whole. This type of behavior can have severe emotional and
psychological effects on students. In addition, it has been found that
incivility Familyism is linked to lower academic achievement
among students.

The current research aimed to measure family incivility
among secondary school students, and to identify differences in
family incivility according to gender (males and females) and
economic status (poor - good) among secondary school students. To
achieve the objectives of the current research, the researcher built a
family incivility scale consisting of ( 25) items, with alternatives and
four-alternatives in its final form, and after extracting the
psychometric properties (discrimination, validity, and reliability of
the items, the reliability coefficient according to the Cronbach’s
Alpha method reached (0.80). This sample was selected by a
stratified random method with a proportional distribution. The
sample consisted of (384) male and female students from
governorate education directorates. Baghdad, and after processing
the research data statistically, the results of the research showed that
the research sample has a low level of family rudeness, and there is
a statistically significant difference in family rudeness according to
the gender variable and in favor of females, and there is no
statistically significant difference in family rudeness according to
the economic status variable, as well. There is no significant
interaction between the variables (gender and economic status), and
in light of these results, the researcher reached a number of
recommendations and proposals.
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
