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Abstract

Demographic variables are of great importance in population
studies, on the basis of which it is possible to determine the role of man
in changing the appearance of the earth to any region and the extent of
the pressure exerted by various human activities

The study aims to analyze the demographic characteristics of the
unemployed and the unemployment rate in Karbala governorate spatially
and temporally, and to indicate the characteristics of the population (age
and quality ) at the level of the environment (urban and Rural) in the
province and to achieve the research goal and reach satisfactory
results, the descriptive and analytical approach supported by statistical
methods was adopted if the data are tabulated and converted absolute
numbers into percentages and standard the information technology for
the years (1997 and 2020), the population census, the number of
unemployed for the Year and the results of the field study for the year
(2020- 1997)

The most important results of the research are the high number of
unemployed population, especially females, and the reason for the high
female unemployment rate over males is due to the presence of urban
centers where various economic and commercial activities are available,
which include males mainly. As for the rural areas of the research area,
the male unemployment rate in Al-Husseiniya area at a rate of(13,28)

and the Western Creek area at a rate of (11,18) corresponds to the
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same environment for the female unemployment rate in the Western
Creek area (17,25) and Al-Khairat area (17,05). As for its standard
score (-0.50 or less), the attendance of the research area included the
gender ratio for males of the Karbala district center at a rate of(8067),
due to the availability of job opportunities in this area as the center of
the province and the influx of visitors to it, which creates job
opportunities for the presence of the two holy shrines of imams Hassan
and Hussein (peace be upon them) in this area , and corresponds to it
in females the Karbala district center is included at a rate of (6,39),
while the female unemployment rate, which includes Husseiniya district,
is at a rate of (8,86).
