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Abstract

The world witnessed many transformations after 2008 and the
financial crisis, and this increased the shedding of light on many
negative phenomena in societies, and among these phenomena are
political crime and economic crimes, whose rates and interdepend-
ence have increased globally within the economies of developing
countries

The phenomenon of political crime and economic crime was not
of recent origin and became interconnected within historically de-
veloping and developed countries. Now, the expansion of author-
itarian and totalitarian regimes and the absence of real democrat-
ic systems of government helped a lot in creating the appropriate
environment for the increasing size of interdependence between
them.

That all political regimes (tyrannical, absolute, totalitarian, pseu-
do-democracies) are responsible for the spread of the phenomenon
of political crime in power, due to the absence of good and rational
governance, poor government performance, and the complicity of
officials in it who contribute to the spread of corruption.

The interrelationship between political crime and economic
crimes within developing countries created a complete system of fi-

nancial and moral corruption, through the alliance of financial men
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at home and abroad with men of government, administration and

the military, and thus networks of local criminals collaborating with
international groups and across borders were formed.

The transformations that the world has gone through during the
past years constituted an opportunity for terrorist criminal organi-
zations to develop their mechanisms of action and devote their ef-
forts to cross-border organizations and their various activities.

With the rapid globalization of trade and financial systems, free
movement of capital, goods and labor, shifting manufacturing rules
and advances in information and communication technology, busi-
ness models have undergone significant changes. While these are
remarkably positive developments, they have also increased the
potential risks of customs irregularities and tax evasion. , and put
customs and tax institutions under greater pressure in risk assess-
ment, compliance management and trade facilitation efforts. While
traditional customs fraud and evasion of customs duties still pose
challenges for customs and tax institutions, where funds are depos-
ited and protected from political authorities, with possible links to

illegal financial flows and smuggling, money laundering and terror-

ist financing outside countries.
