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Abstract

The goal of this research is to examine the relationship between
international trade and foreign investment with multilingualism in Irag.
Three primary languages flow through the veins of Irag: Arabic, Kurdish,
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and English form a linguistically rich ambiance, offering the potential for
and challenges in international trade relations. An analytical approach is
used in the study; field data is collected using surveys and interviews from
both local and foreign businessmen and investors. That is, given a
multilingual environment, what are some hypotheses that this can be used
to analyze, especially as it pertains to trade and foreign investment? It
serves as a relative trade barrier for some aspects of international trade but
also brings opportunities for the expansion of commercial marketplaces
and higher levels of engagement with new markets. The study, based on
these findings, suggests recommendations that include ways to improve
language training, increase the use of technological tools such as electronic
translation, as well as developing policies supporting a multilingual
environment in Irag to enhance trade and foreign investment.
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
