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Abstract

The role of secondary school principals’ policies and procedures in
supporting sports activities from the perspective of physical

education teachers

The research aimed to build a scale of policy and procedures for supporting
sports activities for secondary school principals from the perspective of physical
education teachers, and also to identify the scale of policy and procedures for
supporting sports activities for secondary school principals from the perspective
of physical education teachers. The researcher used the descriptive approach
using the survey method to build a scale of policy and procedures for supporting
sports activities for school principals. The research population was determined as
physical education teachers in (General Directorates of Baghdad Governorate
Karkh 1, 2, 3), through statistics obtained, amounting to (998) teachers
distributed over (3) directorates in Baghdad Governorate. The sample was
selected by simple random method, as the application sample amounted to (400
teachers). The researcher concluded that secondary school principals have
administrative support for physical education teachers according to the policy of
sports activities procedures and its implementation in a manner close to the
established plans and goals of the educational institution. The researcher
recommended making use of the scale of the policy and procedures for supporting
sports activities to reveal the policy and procedures for supporting sports
activities for secondary school principals, and the necessity of increasing the

interest of secondary school principals in school sports activities by providing
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support to improve all its areas and enhancing the distinguished positive practices

in supporting school sports activities.
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
