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Self-Disclosure among university students

Abstract

The research aimed to build a scale of self-disclosure among
university students. A random sample of (300) male and female
students was selected from the Anbar University community, and
from both disciplines. An Iraqgi scale for the concept of self-
disclosure, as the researchers prepared (60) Items distributed over (7)
fields, and the alternatives for the answer were three. They esteem is
generally low among the sample, and that males are more self-
disclosing to their male colleagues than females, and females are
more than males more self-disclosing to their female colleagues than
to their male colleagues.
