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It is no secret to anyone the extent of the poetic status enjoyed by the great poet Jarir
ibn Atiyah, who died in the year (114 AH), as he is considered one of the most
prominent poets of the Umayyad era according to the classification of lbn Salam al-
Jumahi (d. 231 AH) in his book (Tabagat Fuhol al-Shu’ara’), as he placed him among
the poets of the first class of Islamic poets, in addition to his fame that crossed the
horizons in the purpose of satire, specifically in the art of (al-Naqga’id), in which his
fame spread due to the insults and curses in his poems between him and his opponent,
the poet Al-Farazdag. In addition to all of that, Jarir was prolific in writing poetry, so
much so that it was said about him that he draws from a sea, as he excelled in speaking
in all the poetic arts in which he chanted, especially praise, pride and love poetry. It
seems that there are a group of factors that contributed to the maturity of his poetry,
and perhaps his poetic environment had a great impact on the formation of his
mentality and the increase of his culture, as he was influenced by the pre-Islamic poets
who preceded him, in addition to The poets of his time, their abundance and the
diversity of their poetic themes, and the prevalence of his poetic talent, which he was
known for and agreed upon by most critics and scholars.

Given the great importance of the (family) whether in the life of the individual or
society as a result of the functions that individuals perform among themselves
depending on their rights and duties that they undertake and perform together, which
contributes to strengthening the bonds and connections that unite them, starting with
the small family that consists of members of one family, and ending with the large
family, which is the tribe. The family formed a large presence in Jarir's poetry,
especially what was afflicting it from problems and disputes that cast their shadows on
the family ties between the members of his family and tribe, so his poetry was divided
between those who were angry with his family and those who praised it and were
proud of his strong loyalty to it, and his poetry collection is full of dozens of poetic
verses that took the family as a subject.

This is why the idea of this research came, which we called (Family Relations in Jarir’s
Poetry). The nature of the study required that it be divided into three sections. The first
section was entitled (Jarir’s Relations: with his Large Family - the Tribe -), while the
second section was entitled (Jarir’s Relations with his Small Family - the Family -),
and the third section was concerned with studying (Artistic Phenomena in the Poetry of
Family Relations), then the conclusion of the research in which we showed the most
important results we reached, and a list of sources and references that we relied on.
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
