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Conclusions

1. The history of railways in Iraq dates back to 1889 and the British
imbalance and also went through stages where the lines evolved and
shifted from metric to standard to the current network, which reached
lengths 1960.186 km.

2. There are natural and human factors that have affected the construction
and extension of railways in Iraq.

3. The non-proliferation of railways in all governorates of Irag, which
made them lack the provinces of rail transport activity has reached
27.089% of the area of Iraq.

4. When analyzing the density of the railway network in Iraq, a decrease
in its density was observed, reaching 0.67 km per 100 km 2 of the area of
Irag as well as 0.076 km per 1000 inhabitants.

5. When analyzing efficiency, the Abler indicator showed the current link
to the network is far from the highest link and thus the network is
inefficient. Where as the turn indicator has been observed that the railway
network in Iraqg falls within the first three categories, ie the lines
approaching the ideal straight lengths.

6. The correlation indicators showed that there are different correlations.
The KAMA indicator showed that the railway network is significantly
less connected with a value of 0.4, while the beta indicator showed that
there is one complete and uninterrupted network. Completeness.

7. The rotation indicator in the grid showed that there is one state of
rotation on the grid, which is Baghdad-Baiji-Hadeethah,which means that
it is possible to rotate between the north and west lines.

8. The fluctuation of total revenues (passenger transport and transport of
goods) during the period of research (2009-2018), which is the result of
the unstable security events experienced by the conditions of Irag, has
reached a total of (100815) million Iraqgi dinars, where the proportion of
transport for passengers 28.9%, Cargo transportation 71.1%. these
volatile revenues have not been able to contribute as an effective
contribution to the national income of Iragq.

9. There are many future projects for the development of railways in lIraq
have been developed by several foreign companies and go back to the
eighties of the last century and did not implement any project and thus did
not increase the lengths of railways in Irag.

Recommendations:

1. Real government support for railways by all sectors and ministries of
the state, especially the ministries of commerce and oil through the forced
transfer of food and crude oil and derivatives by the Iraqgi railways instead
of road transport trucks belonging to private companies.
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2. Rehabilitation and development of rail transportation network in an
integrated and suitable manner to enhance Irag's geographical position in
the field of transportation.

3. Increasing the density and efficiency of the railway network through
the development and expansion of the railway lines and improve its
specifications in terms of speed and loads and increase its capacity and
the completion of parallel lines to the main lines in order to ensure rapid
and continuous transportation (Baghdad-Mosul) (Baghdad-Basra), which
are the backbone of the movement of transportation on the Iragi Railway.

4. Raising awareness of the importance of the rail transport sector for its
effective role in achieving economic, social and political development and
its contribution to the gross national production.

5. Increasing the speed of passenger trains, modernizing the signal and
communication network, and equipping the State Railways Company
with modern and integrated trains, freight vans and trucks.

6. Contract with large companies, which have a long history in the
establishment and extension of modern railway companies to implement
future projects to advance the reality of the Iraqgi rail network and take
advantage of the global technologies and the bounties of countries to
reduce the obstacles and build railways in Irag.

7. Re-activate  the Iraqgi-Syrian-Turkish  line, which  represents the
important link between Irag and neighboring countries and work to
establish joint projects between Iraq and other neighboring countries
(Saudi Arabia, Kuwait, Jordan and Iran).
