Abstract.

Cambodia, like other Southeast Asian countries, was subjected to
European colonial occupation. France took control of the country in 1863
and continued until 1953. The country's situation was no different during
the colonial period, as it suffered from intense political conflict due to the
ideological conflict of the Cold War. The situation was exacerbated by a
military coup that overthrew the rule of Prince Norodom Sihanouk in
1970. This led to the outbreak of a bloody civil war, in which thousands
of citizens were killed and displaced, and a Vietnamese invasion of
Cambodian territory in 1979. After regional and international pressure,
Vietnam announced its withdrawal from Cambodian territory in 1989.
This was followed by negotiations between political forces under the
auspices of the United Nations and international pressure in Paris
between 1989 and 1991, which concluded with an agreement stipulating
an end to the civil war and the holding of legislative elections that would
establish a government for the country.

With the end of the Cold War, the United Nations assumed its
position. In the international arena, it began developing real solutions to
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resolve international crises around the world. Its political efforts to
resolve the Cambodian crisis began with the Security Council's decision
to send a fact-finding mission. The mission began its official duties on
November 9, 1991, and began its work to lay the groundwork for
implementing the provisions of the Paris Agreement by monitoring the
ceasefire and the withdrawal of foreign forces.

The United Nations took a greater step in its efforts to resolve the
Cambodian crisis by obtaining a mandate from the Security Council
under Resolution No. 745 on February 28, 1992, which allowed it to form
a transitional authority to administer the country. Despite the obstacles
created by the Democratic Party of Kampuchea, the United Nations
Transitional Authority began implementing the provisions of the Paris
Agreement by monitoring the ceasefire, gathering the Cambodian party's
military forces into camps, and demobilizing them. It then adopted a
political party law, began voter registration, and held elections in May
1993, which resulted in the formation of a legitimate government. Thus,
the mandate of the United Nations Transitional Authority in Cambodia
ended. As previously stated, the UN peacekeeping operation in Cambodia
Is considered one of the most successful in the world, having successfully
transitioned the country from a quarter-century of civil war to a new
phase of its history, one with a democratic political system.
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
