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Abstract

The study aims to clarify and define the "numbered days" by
examining the opinions of jurists and favoring the most accurate one. The
reason for the scholars' disagreement on this matter is that it was
transmitted through practice, without a specific textual reference defining
those exact days. However, the prevailing view among scholars is that the
"numbered days" refer to the Days of Tashreeq, which follow the first ten
days of the month of Dhu al-Hijjah. The study presents the evidence from
the Qur'an, Sunnah, reports from the early generations, analogy, and
reason, leading to the most favored opinion on the matter. It also
discusses these evidences and clarifies the correct understanding.
