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Abstract

In the last two decades, there has been increased interest in brain studies; its
functions and its (right and left) sides. Also, attentive research was given to
brain properties and features of each side, the time of when one side functions
more than the other, and when the integrative side is used, because each side of
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the brain has a cognitive pattern. This pattern is affected by culture, knowledge,
and the methods of education and nurture applied to the individual. This affects
the way of the individual’s perception of the world, following his/her dominant
part. The list of the five major factors have been adopted as a main tool for a
number studies, and applied in cross-cultural studies through two curves: the
dictionary curve and the phrase lists curve, such as the studies by Cattel, Tupes,
and others. Recent studies have demonstrated the reliability of the classification
model based on five personality factors:

(Neuroticism, extroversion, openness to experience, agreeableness, and
conscientiousness), The researcher adopted the short form scale (Salim, 1999),
which consists of (56) items and five alternatives (Strongly agree, agree,
neutral, disagree, and strongly disagree). The results indicated that university
students have proportions of the five factors in their personalities, In terms of
the gender variable (male/female) among university students; the significance
of the difference was in favor of females. In addition, no differences was shown
for right/left-handed users according to the gender variable.
