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Abstract
"This research aims to examine the slogans and chants of the 1919
Revolution in Egypt. The significance of the study lies in its attempt to
highlight the most prominent slogans and chants associated with this
revolution, which reflect the views of various segments of the Egyptian
population, including the general public, intellectuals, and the working
class, in their resistance to British colonial rule. The research covers
several topics, starting with a brief overview of the 1919 Revolution and
an explanation of the economic and social factors that led to its outbreak.
It then discusses the political leadership of the revolution, led by Saad
Zaghloul and his party, the Wafd Party. Finally, the research examines

the most important slogans and chants that emerged during this
revolution".
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Introduction

As World War | came to an end and it became clear that England and
its allies would have the last say. news began to reach Saad Zaghloul and
his colleagues about the efforts made by various nations to present their
causes after the war. After U.S. President Wilson announced his
Fourteen Points, which highlighted the equality of nations and their right
to freedom and self-determination, this was especially important.

After meeting with Saad Zaghloul and his colleagues, Sir Reginald
Wingate, the British High Commissioner, stated that he did not believe
in Saad Zaghloul, claiming that they lacked the official authority to speak
for the country. In order to demand Egypt's independence, Saad Zaghloul
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and his friends made the decision to form a delegation known as the
Egyptian Delegation (Al-Wafd).In order to travel and make Egypt's case
before the Paris Peace Conference, the delegation made multiple
attempts to secure authorization. However, because the British
government refused, their efforts were in vain. The British authorities
saw the delegation's decision to start having meetings as a direct
challenge. As a result of Saad Zaghloul's persistent objections and pleas
to European envoys, the British detained him and three of his associates
and sent them to Malta.

The 1919 Revolution brought Egyptians from all social strata together
after the arrest of Saad Zaghloul and his friends provoked intense popular
outcry. Large-scale protests and strikes were announced in several
Egyptian towns. Banners and placards conveying the Egyptian people's
ire at British persecution, colonial control, and the imprisonment of
national leaders were carried by protesters. These catchphrases were
essential in raising the spirits of the Egyptian people, promoting wider
involvement in the revolution, and communicating their political
demands. Additionally, the movement had a major role in bringing
Egyptian society's disparate groups together in opposition to the British
occupation.
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Huda Sha’rawi pioneer of the women’s movement who led the
organization and participation of women in the revolution. She
played an effective role in establishing the Central Wafd Committee
for Women, which she chaired. She later became the head of the
Egyptian Women’s Union.

Abdel Aziz Fahmy was an Egyptian politician born in 1870. He
worked as a lawyer and served as the leader of the Liberal
Constitutional Party. He was elected as a member of the Legislative
Assembly in 1914 and later became the head of the Bar Association.
In 1918, he joined the Wafd Party and was one of the three figures
who went to the British Residency that year to demand Egypt’s
independence. He was appointed Minister of Justice and Minister of
State in 1937.
