a great effort in determining the first home of these dialects,

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-Everything that has been circulated from the term Semitic
languages or island languages and other terms are unsuccessful
and less scientific terms, but at the same time they indicate a
linguistic group emanating from one language, which is the
mother tongue, and the best term is (the dialects of the Arabian
Peninsula) relative to the site from which it was launched
Including the tribes speaking those dialects like the Indo-
European languages.

-Despite the differences among scholars regarding the place of
origin, the Arabian Peninsula is the home of these peoples due to
the presence of historical, geographical and linguistic evidence.
-The Akkadian is the oldest dialect of the Arabian Peninsula and
at the time is a sister dialect of the peoples dialect of the Arabian
Peninsula, as it bears most of the characteristics of the mother

tongue.
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
