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Abstract: Studies related to the environment whether under the title
of green economy, environmental diplomacy, green diplomacy, or
environmental and climate rehabilitation strategies provide a suitable
framework for developing environmental policies in lIraq or other
countries. This stems from the increasing pressure these issues impose
on governments. Due to this growing pressure, most countries,
including Iraq are moving toward integrating the environmental
policies as a core component of their national security strategies. In
the case of Irag, although the country has recently recognized the
seriousness of environmental degradation, the measures taken so far
remain limited and appear as hesitant policies in the environmental
field , these policies are accompanied by a real threat to public life in
Iraq due to environmental deterioration, while also being driven by a
governmental desire to present a modern and civilized image to the
world through environmental concern.
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Conclusion:

The transition to a green economy represents a strategic choice for Iraqg in light of
the escalating climate changes. The research, through analyzing government
performance, has shown an official tendency to adopt green economy concepts,
especially since Irag possesses several natural resources that qualify it for this
transition. However, there are limitations in these approaches to investing in green
fields due to a lack of funding, weak institutional coordination, and insufficient
oversight. Based on this, the study reached several conclusions:

1.

There is a weakness in the legislative framework that supports green
Investments or provides incentives for transitioning to a green economy and
renewable energy.

Iraq lacks a comprehensive national strategy adopted by successive Iraqi
governments for the transition to a green economy.

There is weak institutional awareness among decision-makers and even within
society regarding the importance of the green economy.

There is a clear weakness in international partnerships to capitalize on
opportunities that ensure international cooperation and the implementation of
green projects, despite Irag's accession to several agreements, especially the
Paris Climate Agreement.

In conclusion, the proposals presented in the research serve as a preliminary
framework for establishing a roadmap towards achieving the transition to a green
economy, keeping pace with global changes and supporting sustainable development
in Iraq.
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
