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Abstract: Artificial intelligence is one of the
fields of technology that aims to design
systems and programs capable of performing
tasks that require human intelligence. The
world has witnessed great development
through which artificial intelligence has
achieved qualitative contributions in various
areas of life and its requirements, so that its use
has become an inevitable necessity in
performing tasks and functions. Artificial
intelligence services are widely used in the
financial system in various ways to facilitate
and enhance the efficiency of financial services
provided to customers. Therefore, the research
aims to analyze the indicators of financial
technology provided with artificial intelligence
services and demonstrate their impact on the
digitization of financial transactions in the
Iragi and Saudi economies. After analyzing the
indicators and presenting them graphically, the
study concluded that the Iragi financial system
is late in adopting electronic payment, in
addition to the weakness of the infrastructure
for digitizing the financial system. In contrast,
the study revealed the great development in the
infrastructure for digitizing the financial
system in Saudi Arabia, in addition to the
continuous increase in digital payment
operations compared to cash withdrawals, as
the value of digital payments in the last three
years (2022 - 2023 - 2024) exceeded the value
of traditional cash payments.
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
