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Abstract:
Many teachers face challenges in implementing active learning methods within traditional classrooms, as time
is insufficient to engage students in authentic learning activities. This leaves students passive recipients of
information without sufficient opportunities for interaction and practical application. Furthermore, the limited
time allocated for class periods prevents the implementation of effective learning activities that contribute to
the development of critical thinking and self-learning skills. This research examines the effectiveness of the
flipped classroom strategy as a means of solving these problems. It makes theoretical content available in
advance via electronic media, allowing class time to be used for discussions and interactive activities. It also
seeks to study the impact of the flipped classroom strategy on developing active learning skills among female
students at the College of Education for Girls. Active learning is a modern method that focuses on the role of
students as active participants in the educational process, rather than merely being recipients. Among the
modern strategies that support this approach is the "flipped classroom," which relies on presenting educational
content outside the classroom via video clips and electronic materials, freeing up class time for interactive
activities and group discussions. The quasi-experimental approach was used, with the research sample divided

into two groups: an experimental group taught using the flipped classroom strategy, and a control group taught
using the traditional method. Data was collected through pre- and post-tests, as well as questionnaires to gauge

students' opinions.
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
