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Abstract

This research examines the jurisprudential choices of Imam Badr
al-Din al-Ayni (d. 855 AH) in his book Minhat al-Sultk fi Sharh Tuhfat al-
Mullk concerning the chapter on Zakah, through a comparative
analytical approach. The study begins with a general introduction that
includes definitions of key terms, such as "jurisprudential choices" (al-
ikhtiyarat al-fighiyyah) in both linguistic and technical contexts, as well
as the concept of figh (Islamic jurisprudence). It also provides a brief
biography of Imam al-Ayni, covering his name, epithet, birth, and death.
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Additionally, the research defines Zakah linguistically and legally
according to the four major Sunni schools of thought.
