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A critical reading of the book ((The Balance of Moderation in
Criticism of Men)) by Al-Dhahabi (d. 748 AH)

ABSTRACT
Although al-Dhahabi had rulings on his translations, because he

excluded from them the terms and expressions that hadith critics
and his men used in his evaluation of non-narrators due to the
different directions of the translator for them, as his book included
several categories, we find a kind of discrepancy in his rulings on
the translator for them according to their position and their impact
on Society, therefore, came to judge some of them subjectively
through the translator’s evaluation of him, taking into account
certain standards in issuing his judgments. Therefore, the
historical criticism based on a translation basis for news, focuses
on Arab and Muslim scholars on adjusting dates and names and
rebuilding the news to avoid the infiltration of errors into it.

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Conclusion:

Al-Dhahabi specified his position on some of the men he translated for
and put them in what suits them according to his conviction, through
his knowledge of the terms al-jarh and al-tadeel. Several documents
documenting the men or weakening them, and he also conveyed
different opinions about the translator to them, whether by approval or
rejection, and he notes that the general line in his criticism or the
approach he took was based on his accusation to the scholars of his
time from his sheikhs and his companions from the knowledge bearers
wounding and amending and issuing judgments on them accompanied
by his opinion The opinion of the trusted critics, and we sometimes
find him tinged with nervousness in his criticism of his men, and his
criticism was not limited to the hadith narrators only, but rather to
mentioning others, and this is evidence that he had a mental presence
in this approach, in addition to that, his moral deviation lies in his lack
of taste for what It was said from criticism, he was excluded in his
criticism of the terms and words that he justified or used by the hadith
critics and his men in his evaluation of non-narrators of the hadith due

to the different directions of the translator for them.
