He also added animal and human motifs to some
pieces.

* The carefully considered coordination, contrast, repetition, and harmony evident in the motifs, shapes, and colors
are aesthetic features of many Islamic artworks.

*Geometric motifs are closely linked to geometry and mathematics. The work can only be executed using
mathematical divisions and geometric shapes, which demonstrate the Muslim artist's ingenuity and diverse
geometric innovations for these units, such as star-shaped, hexagonal, and triangular shapes. These used to take a
long time to complete, but modern computer applications and programs have facilitated and facilitated the

execution of the work.
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
