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Abstract

The research dealt with the life and achievements of Lucy Stone, the pioneer in
the field of women’s suffrage in the United States of America, through her
efforts to achieve gender equality, not only in women’s suffrage, but also in
education, politics, and the economy, as well as her role in abolishing the death
penalty and granting Americans the right to suffrage. Africans gained the right
to vote in elections through a constitutional amendment that made it possible for
them to do so. The research also focused on the division that accompanied the
women’s suffrage movement, and the formation of Lucy Stone’s American
Society for Women’s Suffrage, which supported women’s suffrage at the state
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level and not at the federal level. On the other hand, other feminists formed the
National Society to demand women’s right to vote, which refused to grant black
citizens the right to vote and exclude women from that. They saw the need to
grant women the right to vote at the federal level and not at the state level.
Finally, the research discussed the process of merging the two societies in 1890
after long years of division. There was a difference in vision and strategy on the
issue of women’s suffrage, so they were united to achieve the basic demand,
which is the right to vote for all women.
