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Research Abstract

The present study aims to explore the extent to which creative thinking skills are embedded in the questions of
the Quran and Islamic Education textbook for the first intermediate grade in Iraq.The research employed the
descriptive-analytical approach using the content analysis method, as it aligns with the research objectives. The
study sample consisted of all the questions found in the Quran and Islamic Education textbook for the first
intermediate grade, totaling 162 questions.The researcher developed a research instrument to identify the types
of creative thinking skills, based on a review of relevant literature and previous studies. The validity of the
instrument was verified by presenting it to a panel of experts in curricula, teaching methods, psychology, and
educational measurement and evaluation.The final version of the instrument included five main creative
thinking skills. The researcher analyzed all the textbook questions using explicit ideas and frequency as units
of analysis. Cooper’s formula was used to calculate the reliability coefficient of the analysis through agreement
with both an external analyst and the researcher herself over time. In addition, Chi-square, residuals,
frequencies, and percentages were employed to process the data. The results indicated that the Quran and Islamic
Education textbook for the first intermediate grade received the highest percentage of repeated skills.In light of
the findings, the researcher proposed several recommendations, including:Giving greater attention to
incorporating creative thinking skills in the questions of Quran and Islamic Education textbooks for the
intermediate stage in a balanced manner.Organizing seminars and conferences for supervisors and teachers of
Quran and Islamic Education to introduce them to creative thinking skills and the importance of applying them.
The research also offered several suggestions, including:Conducting an analytical study of ministerial exam
questions for the intermediate and preparatory stages to determine the extent to which they include creative
thinking skills.Carrying out an evaluative study of Quran and Islamic Education textbook questions across
various educational stages in light of creative thinking skills.
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
