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Abstract

Many countries, especially developed countries, are seeking to develop teaching curricula in the
field of sports, realizing the importance of sports in the development of society. As a result of
the scientific progress that has occurred in the field of education and the modern view of
science, attention has become focused on both the content and the method. The field of sports
has many clear contributions to the major transformation and to the scientific educational vision
and its development. The research aims to identify the level of teaching strategy for physical
education teachers from the perspective of middle school students and to identify the
differences between the teaching strategy of physical education teachers from the perspective of
middle school students. The descriptive approach was used and the research community was
composed of the Al-Madinah Al-Munawwarah Intermediate School for Boys. The number of
participants was (73) in three educational stages (first, second and third) of the intermediate
school. (13) of the survey participants were excluded, so the final number was (60) students

who represent the research community.
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
