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Abstract 
The importance of this research lies in raising the level of learning of 
offensive movements in the foil under study, while raising the level of 
thinking through the application of the steps of the appropriate 
educational model, namely the Schwartz Model. Thus, we contribute 
to raising the level of performance in fencing. The research problem 
was: There is offensive performance, but a higher level of thinking is 
needed to facilitate progress and challenge. In other words, education 
requires fulfilling these requirements, such as the Schwartz Model, 
which is the model most qualified to address the problem in this 
research, as it includes steps that raise the level of learning through 
communication between students in consultation for correct 
performance and addressing errors that may occur in teaching these 
skills. The research objective was to determine the effect of the 
Schwartz Model on teaching students some offensive movements in 
the foil fencing. The experimental approach was used, and a sample 
of the third grade in physical education at the University of Basra was 
selected. The most important conclusions reached were: The Schwartz 
model is a valid and successful model for teaching students some 
offensive movements using foil in fencing. It was recommended that 
the Schwartz model be adopted as it is a valid and successful model 
for teaching students some offensive movements using foil in fencing.
