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Abstract

This current research aims to identify the impact of the Kagan—-Cowan
strategy on the acquisition of rhetorical concepts among fifth—grade
literary female students. To achieve this goal, the following null
hypothesis was formulated: "There are no statistically significant
differences between the mean scores of the experimental group
students who studied Arabic grammar topics using the Kagan—-Cowan
strategy, and the control group students who studied the same topics
using the traditional method in the post-test for rhetorical concept
acquisition.

The research sample included (61) fifth—-grade literary female students
from a high school affiliated with the General Directorate of Education of
Salah al-Din, Dujail Department, during the academic year (2024-
2025). The students were divided into two groups: the experimental
group consisted of (30) students who were taught using the Kagan-
Cowan strategy, while the control group comprised (31) students who
were taught using the traditional method.

The researcher prepared a rhetorical concept acquisition test consisting
of (28) items, ensuring its validity and reliability. After conducting the
experiment throughout the first semester, the test was administered to
both research groups. The results showed a statistically significant
superiority of the experimental group students over the control group
students in the post-test for rhetorical concept acquisition.
