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Abstract

The biography of the Prophet Muhammad (PBUH) has garnered
considerable attention from geographers and travelers, who drew upon a
variety of sources to document the events and locations associated with
his life. By blending direct observation with oral accounts, these scholars
offered a comprehensive understanding of the Islamic world and society
during the Prophet's time.

Several key factors contributed to the formation of the
geographical material related to the Prophet’s biography, such as:
1. Firsthand Observations: Geographers like Al-Yaqui and Ibn Rusted
focused on documenting their own observations of places they visited,
such as Mecca and Medina. Their detailed descriptions covered not only
the urban features of these cities but also their surrounding natural and
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environmental landmarks, allowing later generations to gain insight into
the physical and cultural settings of these key locations.

2. Reliance on Previous Works: Scholars and travelers, including lbn
Khordadbeh and Al-Idris, benefited from the wealth of knowledge
passed down by their predecessors. By building upon the geographical
and historical data available to them, these scholars were able to offer a
more refined understanding of the Islamic world. Their work reflected a
synthesis of accumulated knowledge and provided reliable information
on a wide range of topics.

3. Quranic Texts and Hadith: Prominent authors, such as Al-Madisyn
and Al-Bakri, used the Quran and Hadith as fundamental sources to back
up their descriptions of geographical locations and events from the life of
the Prophet. The inclusion of these sacred texts added depth and
credibility to their works, as they aligned their geographical descriptions
with the religious significance of the places they documented.

4. Arabic Poetry: Arabic poetry played a significant role in the
geographical documentation of the time. Many geographers relied on
poetry to identify locations and explain historical events. Poetry, with its
vivid imagery and narrative qualities, became an essential literary tool
that supported geographical studies, offering rich contextual details
about various regions and their cultural importance.

Through this diverse range of sources and methodologies, travelers
and geographers made invaluable contributions to the documentation of
the Prophet’s biography. Their work created an intellectual legacy that
continues to enhance our understanding of the interrelationship between
geography and Islamic history, illustrating how geography serves not
only as a tool for physical navigation but also as a medium for cultural
and religious exploration.
