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This study aims to analyze the relationship between sports administration
and school administration and their role in activating student activities in
preparatory and secondary schools in Baqubah District (West
Baqubah/Second Sector). The descriptive analytical method was adopted, and
a 17-item questionnaire was applied to a sample of 10 principals and 60
physical education teachers in 10 schools. The results showed a strong
correlation between administrative integration and the effectiveness of student
activities, with prominent financial, administrative, human, and organizational
obstacles limiting goal achievement. The researchers recommends enhancing
cooperation between administrations, providing financial and human support,
developing training programs for staff, and activating community partnership
