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Abstract

Aims of the study:
This paper aims at

1. Determining the level of the meaning of life of the counselors working
in the field of physiological counseling and educational and the level of
meaning of life of the counselors working in the field of psychological
counseling and educational guidance.

2. Determining the level of the meaning of life of the counselors working
in the field of physiological counseling and educational and the level of
meaning of life of the counselors working in the field of psychological
counseling and educational guidance in Iraqi schools according to
gender variable (male — female).

Limits of the study:

This paper is limited to investigate the meaning of life of the counselors
working in the field of psychological counseling and educational guidance
in the academic year 2013 -2014 and for both morning and evening
studies.
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Methodology:

The researcher builds a scale according to the existence concept
consists of (20) items and puts extractors for answering according to Likert
Scale. The sample of the study consists of (189) male and female
counselors. (100) counselor is chosen for the purpose of statistical
analysis. Validity is obtained between the two groups. Also relevance of
the item with the total results of the scale is obtained as well as face
validity.

Reliability is gained through two methods, the spilt — half method and
test — retest method. The scale is conducted on (60) counselors (male and
female). The researcher uses many statistical means to analyse results
such as person formula, spearman — Brown formula, and T-test.

Results:

The following results are obtained

1- Counselors (male and female) have a very high level of existential
anxiety.

2- There is a statistical difference in the level of meaning of life
according to gender variable for the sake of male.
