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Abstract

There is no doubt that the perception of women constitutes a fundamental
factor that either lays the foundation for respect and cooperation between men and
women, or, conversely, for contempt, marginalization, and the exercise of violence
against them. From the very beginning, Islam affirmed the humanity and full capacity
of women while condemning the pre-Islamic practice of some Arabs who killed their
daughters under various pretexts.

Accordingly, Islam was the first to elevate the status of women, uphold their
dignity, and grant them their rightful entitlements. Islamic legislation was introduced
to protect women from violence and provide them with preventive safeguards.
