Abstract

This research aims to shed light on the narrations of Imam Abu Ali
al-Hafiz (Ibn al-Sakn) regarding the Prophetic hadiths mentioned in the
book Bayan al-Wahm wa al-Tham fi Kitab al-Ahkam by Ibn al-Qattan. The
subject of this research is an important topic related to explaining his
missing narrations, collecting them, and identifying his teachers in them.
Therefore, I attempted to shed light on these narrations by studying them
and explaining the chains of transmission of this eminent scholar through
the book Bayan al-Wahm wa al-Tham fi Kitab al-Ahkam by Ibn al-Qattan.
I provided a brief introduction to Imam Ibn al-Sakn, as well as Imam Ibn
al-Qattan and his book Bayan al-Wahm wa al-Tham fi Kitab al-Ahkam. |
then collected the hadiths mentioned by Imam Ibn al-Qattan through Imam
Abu Ali al-Hafiz, and I limited myself to the chains of transmission of the
hadiths mentioned by Ibn al-Sakn. I then compared them to arrive at
satisfactory conclusions. I concluded my study of the hadith by providing

a summary of my judgment on it.
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
