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Abstract

texts dating to the Third Dynasty of Ur in Mesopotamia,
examining the primary materials used in its construction and the
intended purposes of its manufacture. In cuneiform sources, the
basket is referenced by several different names, reflecting its
frequent mention throughout various historical periods—
particularly in economic documents, where it appears in records
of transactions, commercial contracts, purchases, and sales.
