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Abstract

Khorasan was known for its unique geo-
graphical location, encompassing vast cit-
ies that were considered centers of learning,
scholars, and science. This was especially
true since it was ruled by several political
states, including the Ilkhanate Mongols,
the sons of Hulagu, who succeeded him to
the throne. Some Ilkhanates played a sig-
nificant role in supporting traditional and
rational sciences and encouraging schol-
ars to produce scientific works that greatly
benefited Khorasan. The country boasted
prominent scholars whose influence was
reflected in their scholarly journeys, the
compilation of works, and the transmission
of knowledge to those interested in this
field. Among the most prominent support-
ers and encouragers of the development of
these traditional and rational sciences were
Hulagu, Ghazan, Ala al-Din, and Shams
al-Din al-Juwayni. These sciences received
significant attention from some Ilkhanate
Mongols, and several scholars emerged as
a result, contributing to the development
of hadith, jurisprudence, exegesis, and lit-
erature. This development also contribut-
ed to the development of astronomy and
meteorology, with Nasir al-Tusi receiving
Hulagu’s support for the development of
astronomy.
