ABSTRACT

This research addresses a precise grammatical topic,
namely, the phenomenon of multiple grammatical
aspects emerged in al-Tayyib's book. He addressed
these aspects briefly for the most part. He did not
elaborate on the explanations of these aspects due to
the brevity he adopted in his book. This study is based
on elaborating the explanations of the grammatical
aspects by referring to the origins of the issues in
grammarian books according to historical periods,
starting with the books of the ancients and ending with
modern books, providing examples and explaining the
scholars' statements about these aspects. This
explanation is then linked to the aspect mentioned by
the grammarian. There are some explanations that
seem closer to the reality of the issue or that the scales
lean towards, so they are more preferred in the study
based on the available evidence. As for the
classification of the issues within the discussions, it is
based on al-Tayyib's preference among the aspects. He
begins by mentioning the strongest aspect, then
doubles what is less important, and sometimes triples
it.
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
