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Abstract:
The current study aims to measure the impact of entrepreneurial self-efficacy on improvisational entrepreneurial
behavior in Baghdad Education Directorate, and to identify the reality of the directorate's situation in the study
community to help it solve the problems it faces and develop appropriate solutions to overcome these problems. To
achieve the study's goal (goals), a questionnaire was used as a study tool. It was prepared according to the five-point
Likert scale, as it consisted of three axes. The first axis included personal and functional data prepared by the
researcher, while the second axis included entrepreneurial self-efficacy as a main variable consisting of five dimensions:
(entrepreneurial innovation), which includes (5) paragraphs. The second and third dimensions are (planning and
organizing resources), which include (3) paragraphs for each dimension, while the fourth dimension included
(managing ambiguity), which includes (5) paragraphs, while the fifth dimension included (financial knowledge),
which includes (4) paragraphs based on the Moberg scale (2013). The third axis included improvisational
entrepreneurial behavior (dependent variable), as it includes three dimensions (creativity, proactivity, and risk) by
relying on the scale (Jong et al., 2013) which includes (3) paragraphs for each dimension. (35) questionnaires were
distributed to the leaders working in the Baghdad Education Directorate, and (32) forms were retrieved, meaning that
the response rate was 91%. After reviewing, (2) forms were excluded for not meeting the conditions of statistical
anaiysis, so that the sampie would be (30). The descriptive analyticai approach was relied upon in this study. In order
to anaiyze the collected data, some statistical methods were used, such as the arithmetic mean, standard deviation,
coefficient of variation, structural modeling equation (SEM), simple correlation coefficient, and impact analysis using
the SPSS statistical analysis program. Several results were reached, the most important of which is the existence of a
correlation and impact relationship between the study variables, with this relationship varying at the level of sub-
dimensions. The most prominent recommendations of the study were to work on achieving a balance between the
need to make quick decisions and adhere to procedures and responsibilities.
